Content menu items are generated each time the menawn, there is no reference to them in the
Joomla/Mambo menu manager, so it is not possibéeljiest all the parameters you normally could
with menu items of this type.

You can specify however if you want the automalyogénerated section and category items to be
displayed as tables or blogs by selecting this utigsAuto Menu Item Setting®ction on the
Menu Module Settingsage(current page).

A blog shows a summary of the all the content itemthat section or category by displaying the
initial part of each content item on the page ammvigling a link to the page which gives the whole
story.

When displayed as a table, a table of just theettntem titles is shown which each link to thd ful
story. You can also disable these section andjogtétems in the swMenuPro Image Editor so
that they just act as placeholders to eventualprqat the content item links.
